APPLICATION PROCESS CHECKLIST:

	 Parts 1 and 2 should be submitted along with the non-refundable application fee of $50.00 ($100.00 for international 
applicants) as soon as possible and no later than January 15. 

	 Fee waivers are granted in some instances. A letter from a school official, member of the clergy, or similar individual, attesting to the financial 

circumstances of your family, should be sent to the Admission Office to request such a waiver.

	 Include a recent photograph of your child with the application. This is optional, but will help us to remember your 
child when we are reading folders.

	 Part 2 is to be completed by the applicant.

	 Part 3 is to be given to the appropriate person at your child’s school for completion. Please note  
that we require records of study and testing for the past two years as well as for this year.

	 Parts 4 and 5 should be given to your child’s current English and math teachers respectively.

	 Part 6 is optional and may be given to someone who knows your child through a non-academic experience—a music 
instructor, a coach, or a camp director, etc.

	 Schedule an interview. This can be arranged by contacting the Middle School at 617-800-2336. 

	 Applicants need to take either the Secondary School Admission Test (SSAT) or the Independent School Entrance 
Examination (ISEE) by the middle of January. Information can be found at www.ssat.org or www.iseetest.org. Please 
notify us if you need SSAT or ISEE registration forms.
